HB1057 - An act to prohibit puberty blockers, cross-sex hormones & genital surgeries
on minor children

HB1096 - An act to prohibit the practice of commercial surrogacy.

HCR6020 - A resolution condemning the National Education Association’s position of
support for the “fundamental right to abortion.”

HB1195 - An act to allow for charges of possession or ingestion of a controlled
substance to be dismissed if a pregnant mother seeks prenatal treatment for the child
and completes an addiction recovery program.

HCR6005 - A resolution commending the nation of Israel for its cordial and mutually
beneficial relationship with the United States and with the State of South Dakota.

HB1249 - An act to prohibit the South Dakota State Lottery from advertising the Lottery,
and to establish a “Repeal and Recovery Fund.”

HB1167 - An act to allow counselors at a public school to communicate with parents of
a child.

HB1212 - An act to add clergy and dental hygienists to the list of mandatory reporters.

HB1204 - An act to reduce the dollar amount available to the Partners in Education Tax
Credit program.

HB1277 - An act to prohibit pimps, traffickers or others from profiting off the production
of obscene content and to ensure ownership of the content remains with the individual
featured in the material.
